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1. Mission: The Usquepaugh Model Horse Club is a community for model horse enthusiasts to share their models in a positive environment through a wide range of monthly activities that allow a diverse group of people and models a chance to participate.  In addition to the Live Shows, there are also Photos Showing opportunities, Virtual Events, Foto Fun online events, and a chance to share Collections.  This varied format allows people from all types of backgrounds and locations to be part of the community and provides activities for models of all sorts of values to take part.  Championships are achieved through points accumulated throughout the season for both Models and Members.  While this club is not intended to be everything to anyone, it should have something for everyone by:
1.1.1. Providing a structure for camaraderie and competition in the Model Horse Community
1.1.2.  Meeting people where they are – options for remote and in-person participation in a wide range of activities and levels
1.1.3. Offering recognition to the people that keep the model horse community running
1.1.4. Providing opportunities for a wide range of models
1.1.5. Transparency in point standings and finances 
1.1.6. Encouraging philanthropic activities
1.1.7. Offering voting open to all members on any future club changes

2. 2.0 General
2.1.  The Season will run from January 1, 2026 to September 15, 2027
2.2.  Categories of events are as follows and are described in subsequent sections:
2.2.1. Live Shows – described in section 4.0
2.2.2. Photo Shows - described in section 5.0 
2.2.3. Virtual Events - described in section 7.0
2.2.4. Foto Fun - described in section 8.0
2.2.5. Collections - described in section 9.0

2.3. Membership
2.3.1. A person is considered a Club Member if she/he/they meet ANY of the following criteria:
2.3.1.1. Paid participant in a Live Show, Photo Show, Virtual Event, Foto Fun, and/or Collections event
2.3.1.2. Volunteer as a Judge, Steward, or other role at any UMHC event
2.3.2. UMHC is open to anyone anywhere as any online activity is not location centric. UMHC  hosted Live Shows will take place in Rhode Island and attendees must use the Region X Tag Manager System.
2.3.3. If a person participates in a UMHC hosted event or UMHC affiliated classes at another event, that person may not opt-out of UMHC membership as that can skew point accumulation within the club.  That person is considered a member until the end of the Season unless they have been removed from the Club for Conduct Violations.
2.3.4. Code of Conduct: The Club is intended to be primarily a social club around model equines and secondarily a competitive forum offering a positive member experience.  There are plenty of events and avenues in the Model Horse Hobby where negative energy abounds – UMHC is not one of those places.  While it is true that everyone has a bad day every once in a while, on-going negativity will not be tolerated – the Club reserves the right to delete negative social media content and potentially remove members for repeated negativity. In particular, personal attacks on other members will not be tolerated and may result in removal from the Club at the sole discretion of the Club Board.  Remember, Rainbows & Unicorns – if that is not your vibe, this is perhaps not the club for you. 
2.3.4.1. If a Member is experiencing an issue with other Club member(s) the issue should be emailed to the Club email address and not aired publicly.  There are 2 sides to every story and each side has the right to be heard out of public view. Public airing of grievances may result in removal from the Club.
2.3.5. Member Points are awarded to each Club Member as indicated in Section 3.2
2.3.5.1. Members are automatically awarded points from UMHC hosted events – no member action is required to receive these points.
2.3.5.2. Members may  be awarded UMHC points for events not hosted by UMHC under the following conditions:
2.3.5.2.1. In the case of Live or Photo Shows the results, showing the Member name as a participant (attendee, judge, host, etc.) must be forwarded to the Club President within 60 days of the event.
2.3.5.2.2. In the case of other events (swap meets, fun days, clinics, etc.) a list of participants along with a photo of the event must be submitted within 30 days of the event.
2.3.5.2.3. Events must have a minimum of 10 participants to qualify for member points.
2.3.5.2.4. Points may only be accumulated for events taking place from January 1, 2026 to August 1, 2027 to allow for final tabulation of Championships prior to the Season end September 15, 2027. 
2.3.5.2.5. Accumulation of points at non UMHC hosted events does not start until a person has become a UMHC Member – there is no retroactive point accumulation.


2.4. Fees, Schedule, and Limits
2.4.1. All fees MUST be paid via the Club Website prior to the start of any event.  The club website is: usquepaugh-model-horse-club.square.site
2.4.2. Electronic payment and enrollment is the ONLY way to register for an event – there is no “holding of spots” due to the nature of the online system (availability automatically updates as options become sold out).

3. Point System-  There are two systems of points, one for models and the other for members.
3.1. Model Points are assigned via various Club Activities.  A Master Spreadsheet shall be kept and shared with Members at a minimum 4 times during the Season showing the points awarded per qualified model in each Championship.
3.1.1. Model Points are per EACH Championship and are NOT CUMULATIVE across activities.  While Members are welcome to enter models in multiple types of events, there will be no tracking of total points for a model by the Club due to the potential record keeping issues.
3.1.2. Model Points are awarded as shown below:

3.2. Members are awarded points and achieve Champion status in two categories – Open and Novice
3.2.1. Members default to “Open” status when joining the club.
3.2.2. A member may ask to be classified as Novice and should meet the following criteria to qualify for Novice Classification:
3.2.2.1. Compete in the Novice Division at Live Shows
3.2.2.2. Have no experience judging Live Shows 
3.2.2.3. Have not hosted a Live Show or taught at a clinic or fun day
3.2.2.4. Not own more than 500 models
3.2.3. Novice members are not permitted to judge at Live shows, host a Live Show, teach at a clinic or fun day, judge more than 25 photo show classes, or have a collection of more than 500 models during the Season.  Points will not be awarded for these activities and the Member will be moved to Open status and forfeit all Novice Points if the Novice Member is found to have participated in these activities.
3.2.4. Novice members are permitted to participate in all UMHC events along with Open Members – the only Novice specific classified Divisions are at Live Shows.
3.2.5. At the end of the Season, the Open Member and Novice Member who has accumulated the the most points will be awarded Open Champion Member and Novice Champion Member.  The second highest point total will be awarded Open Reserve Champion Member and Novice Reserve Champion Member.
3.2.5.1. In the event of a tie, all Members with the same point total will be co-named Champion and/or Reserve Champion as applicable.
3.2.6. A spreadsheet of Member Points will be kept and will be shared with Club Members a minimum of 4 times per Season.

4. Live Shows
4.1. Overview – Live Shows are designed to provide a slightly different set of classes to try new ideas and bring out some models and showers that may not otherwise attend live shows.  UMHC will offer shows during which models qualify for Championship Qualifier classes by sub-division with the winners in those classes earning points.  The points earned in the Championship Qualifier classes will be tabulated and the Model that accumulates the most points through the Season will win Champion and the second highest Reserve Champion at the final show of the season.  People and organizations beyond UMHC sponsored events may also offer qualifying divisions to allow models to accumulate more points, as defined in Section 3.0.
4.2.  UMHC hosted live shows will take place in Rhode Island and all entrants must use the Region X Tag Manager system – further show details will be included in Show Packet available from UMHC and posted on RegionXNation.com 
4.3. Live shows are offered by UMHC as follows: 
4.3.1. UMHC will offer a total of 4 Live shows over 5 days during the Season.  Each Division will be offered 3 times during the Session. NOTE: For the 2026-2027 Season China divisions will ONLY be offered by UMHC in Photo Shows – all other Divisions will ONLY be offered by UMHC at Live shows.
4.3.2. The first 3 shows will allow Models to accumulate points at 2 shows, and the final show will cover 2 days and will offer every division so that all models have at least 3 opportunities to win points.
4.4. Live shows may also be offered by other people/organizations and qualify for UMHC points if the following requirements are met:
4.4.1. A show may offer any/multiple UMHC division(s) but MUST follow the UMHC class list and class numbers for that division and offer the entire division – divisions are noted and fully described in section 6.0. 
4.4.1.1. A qualifying show may offer other non-UMHC qualifying classes – it is not the intention to limit show offerings.
4.4.2. There must be a minimum of 10 entrants for the show to qualify for Championship Points  
4.4.3. Complete show results must be forwarded to the Club President within 45 days of the show date
4.5. Championships
4.5.1.  The final Champion and Reserve Champion will be awarded to the Model with the highest total points accumulated throughout the Session.
4.5.1.1. Models compete in classes and a set number will advance to a Championship Qualifier class.  The top 6 models in the Championship Qualifier Class will receive points per the point schedule in Section  3.1.1
4.5.1.2. In the event of a tie after the Final Show, models will share the title.
4.5.1.2.1. If two or more models are tied for Champion, all will receive the title of Champion and there will be no Reserve Champion designation.
4.5.1.2.2. If two or more models are tied for Reserve Champion, all will receive the title of Reserve Champion.
5. Photo Shows
5.1. Overview – Photo Shows are intended to provide a venue for Member within and outside the local area of the northeast USA a chance to participate in shows and earn UMHC points.  UMHC offers shows during which models qualify for Championship Qualifier classes by sub-division with the winners in those classes earning points.  The points earned in the Championship Qualifier classes will be tabulated and the Model that accumulates the most points through the Season will win Champion and the second highest Reserve Champion at the final show of the season.  People and organizations beyond UMHC sponsored events may also offer qualifying divisions to allow models to accumulate more points, as defined in Section 
5.2. Photo shows are offered by UMHC as follows: 
5.2.1. UMHC will offer 3 Photo Shows for China Division ONLY.  
5.2.2. Shows will take place using omhps.com and Show information will be further posted there and available from UMHC.
5.2.3. Show entries close on the 5th of the month, stewarding takes place 6-10th of the month, and judging from 11-25th of the month.  Results will be released by the 5th day of the following month.
5.3. Photo shows may also be offered by other people/organizations and qualify for UMHC points if the following requirements are met:
5.3.1. A show may offer any/multiple UMHC division(s) but MUST follow the UMHC class list and class numbers for that division and offer the entire division – divisions are noted and described in section 6.0.
5.3.1.1. A qualifying show may offer other non-UMHC qualifying classes – it is not the intention to limit show offerings.
5.3.2. There must be a minimum of 10 entrants for the show to qualify for Championship Points  
5.3.3. Complete show results must be forwarded to the Club President within 45 days of the show date.
5.3.4. NOTE: A division MUST be offered at a minimum of 3 shows for models to qualify for Championships.
5.4. Championships
5.4.1.  The final Champion and Reserve Champion will be awarded to the Model with the highest total points accumulated throughout the Session.
5.4.1.1. Models compete in classes and a set number will advance to a Championship Qualifier class.  The top 6 models in the Championship Qualifier Class will receive points per the point schedule in Section  3.1.2
5.4.1.2. In the event of a tie after the Final Show, models will share the title.
5.4.1.2.1. If two or more models are tied for Champion, all will receive the title of Champion and there will be no Reserve Champion designation.
5.4.1.2.2. If two or more models are tied for Reserve Champion, all will receive the title of Reserve Champion.

6.1. OF Plastic Breed is open to all Factory mass-produced Original Finish models including, but not necessarily limited to, those produced by: Breyer, Peter Stone, Copperfox, Schleich,  Collecta, and WIA. 
6.1.1. Models will be judged based on:
6.1.1.1. Anatomy, Biomechanics, Conformation
6.1.1.2. Compliance to Breed Standard
6.1.1.3. Condition
6.1.1.4. Model Quality
6.1.2.  Every model in a class that is NOT for a specific breed MUST be accompanied by Documentation noting:
6.1.2.1. Breed Attributes
6.1.2.2. Acceptable colors for the Breed
6.1.3. If a model is being presented as an unusual representation of breed coloration, the model MUST be accompanied by Documentation, preferably including a reference photo, showing that the color is present in that breed.
6.1.4. A model may only show in one Breed class.  If a model does not receive a placing, it may change breed assignment for a subsequent show, but any model that has won any class or points in the Championship Qualifier MAY NOT change breed class.
6.1.5. The class list for OF Plastic Breed and corresponding Championships is shown in Appendix A.
6.2. OF Plastic Collectability has a class list that DOES NOT have a class for every OF Plastic model, but rather selects some unique divisions intended for interesting competition for both highly sought after models as well as some models that may be less likely to be part of a typical show string and/or may be somewhat more readily available.  The intent is to provide a range of classes for potentially a larger group of Members and Models.  It is expected that the selection of divisions for Collectability will change each Season to keep competition interesting.
6.2.1. Breyer Models (Classes OFC01 thru OFC28) will be judged based on:
6.2.1.1. Rarity
6.2.1.2. Age
6.2.1.3. Condition
6.2.1.4. Uniqueness (variations)
6.2.1.5. Desirability
6.2.1.6. Model Quality
6.2.2. Other Plastic Desirability (Classes OFC30 thru OFC36) will be judged based on:
6.2.2.1. Desirability
6.2.2.2. Model Quality
6.2.2.3. Condition
6.2.2.4. Age
6.2.2.5. Rarity
6.2.3. ALL Models MUST have Documentation including, but not limited to:
6.2.3.1. Model Name
6.2.3.2. Model Number
6.2.3.3. Mold Name
6.2.3.4. Year(s) Produced
6.2.3.5. Quantity Produced (if know, otherwise indicated as Regular Run, Special Run, Limited Edition,etc.) 
6.2.4. The time era for Breyer models noted in the class list is only a guide.  Models should be placed in classes according to their particular designation.  
6.2.4.1. Modie Oldie Models should be typically produced before 1980, although runs that span beyond that year are acceptable.  Modern models of the “oldie” coloration should NOT enter this division (ie: modern Wedgewood models).
6.2.4.2. Connoisseur Models and JAH Specials have been put into the Gen X Division, despite being produced in the early 2000’s and JAH being in print as a periodical until 2011.  The designation as part of “Gen X” is related to those models being typical to Members of the Gen X age group, rather than necessarily the age of the models. These models SHOULD NOT go in “Modern Rarities” by their run size.
6.2.4.3. ALL models related to Breyerfest MUST go in the “Breyerfest Era” Division regardless of age or run numbers
6.2.4.4. The Modern Rarities Division is limited to Models produced 2000 or later.
6.2.5. A model may only show in one class and may not change class, unless there was an error in class assignment – at the discretion of the judge.
6.2.6. The Class list for OF Plastic Collectability is shown in Appendix B.
6.3. CM Breed division includes Models that were originally mass produced plastic that have been Customized by repainting and/or repositioning.  
6.3.1. Models will be judged based on:
6.3.1.1. Anatomy, Biomechanics, Conformation
6.3.1.2. Compliance to Breed Standard
6.3.1.3. Condition
6.3.1.4. Model Quality
6.3.2.  Every model in a class that is NOT for a specific breed MUST be accompanied by Documentation noting:
6.3.2.1. Breed Attributes
6.3.2.2. Acceptable colors for the Breed
6.3.3. If a model is being presented as an unusual representation of breed coloration, the model MUST be accompanied by Documentation, preferably including a reference photo, showing that the color is present in that breed.
6.3.4. A model may only show in one Breed class.  If a model does not receive a placing, it may change breed assignment for a subsequent show, but any model that has won any class or points in the Championship Qualifier MAY NOT change breed class.
6.3.5. The class list and corresponding championships for CM Breed is shown in Appendix C.
6.4. AR Breed includes models produced by individual artists rather than a major manufacturer.  While the designation AR stands for Artist Resin, it should be noted that models of other materials such as pewter or 3D printed plastic should be included in this division.
6.4.1. Models will be judged based on:
6.4.1.1. Anatomy, Biomechanics, Conformation
6.4.1.2. Compliance to Breed Standard
6.4.1.3. Condition
6.4.1.4. Model Quality
6.4.2.  Every model in a class that is NOT for a specific breed MUST be accompanied by Documentation noting:
6.4.2.1. Breed Attributes
6.4.2.2. Acceptable colors for the Breed
6.4.3. If a model is being presented as an unusual representation of breed coloration, the model MUST be accompanied by Documentation, preferably including a reference photo, showing that the color is present in that breed.
6.4.4. A model may only show in one Breed class.  If a model does not receive a placing, it may change breed assignment for a subsequent show, but any model that has won any class or points in the Championship Qualifier MAY NOT change breed class.
6.4.5. The Class list and corresponding Championships for AR Breed is shown in Appendix C.

6.5. The Workmanship Division includes all models that have been modified from their original state by painting and/or repositioning.  It is expected that models will have better painting and anatomy than would be seen on mass produced models and will be judged for the quality of work.  There are multiple sections with one section divided by model color,  another focused-on artistry, and others focused on Customization by Owner, as described below.
6.5.1. In Classes with HWK prefixes, models should be assigned to a class per the color of the model.  These classes are limited to model equines ONLY with a model assigned to only one class corresponding to the color of the model with NO CROSS ENTRY in HWA classes.
6.5.1.1. The breed of the model must be a breed that is correct for the color shown and/or documentation MUST be provided, preferably including photo reference, to show that the color does appear in the breed.
6.5.1.2.  Models will be judged based on:
6.5.1.2.1. [bookmark: _Hlk199517052]Quality of paint job (depth/dynamics of color, smoothness)
6.5.1.2.2. Correctness of coloration
6.5.1.2.3. Quality of prep work
6.5.1.2.4. Anatomy, Biomechanics, Conformation of customization
6.5.2. In Classes with HWA prefixes, models should be assigned by type of model as shown in the class list.  These classes are NOT for traditional color models and there is NO CROSS ENTRY with HWK classes. 
6.5.2.1. Breed assignment is optional for HWA classes and entries are not limited to equines only.
6.5.2.2. Entries will be judged based on:
6.5.2.2.1. Quality of paint job (depth/dynamics of color, smoothness)
6.5.2.2.2. Creativity
6.5.2.2.3. Quality of prep work
6.5.3. Classes with WCO and WCM prefixes are open ONLY to models being shown by the person that created the model. No work by artists other than the Member shower are allowed in these classes.  Models that showed in HWK or HWA classes may show in the WCO or WCM Classes.  Member showers must be present at the show – proxy showing in these classes is not permitted.
6.5.3.1. Members may self-select to show in the Masters or Open Division.  It is strongly recommended that Members who have won multiple Championships at a wide range of shows over a period of years show in the Masters Division.   If a Member is not awarded any points in the Championship Qualifier of the  Masters Division at the first show they attend, they may change to the Open Division. If a shower enters the Open Division and wins several classes and feels it appropriate to move to the Masters Division, the points awarded in the Championship Qualifier in the  Open Division will be forfeited.
6.5.3.2. Repaint only classes should include models that have not been modified, beyond standard prep work, other than painting.
6.5.3.3. Basic Custom classes are for models that have had minor modifications, such as leg/head/neck repositioning, mane/tail resculpting, and/or basic correction of conformation flaws.  The model should still be readily identifiable as the original mold.
6.5.3.4. Dramatic Custom classes are for models that have customization beyond what is noted for Basic Custom.  If a model has more than a few modifications it should  show in Dramatic.
6.5.3.5. It is at the judges discretion at the first show the model participates in to determine if it has been placed in the proper class.  Once a model has shown in a class, it must remain showing in that class for the remainder of the Season.
6.5.4. Workmanship classes are as shown in Appendix C.
6.6. Performance
6.6.1. Performance division is for models wearing equipment and representing a wide range of equine activities. 
6.6.2. Performance shall be judged based on:
6.6.2.1. Suitability of the equine to the disciple and correctness in performing the activity
6.6.2.2. Correctness of tack to the activity
6.6.2.3. Fit and scale of tack 
6.6.2.4. Correctness and scale of obstacles (if applicable)
6.6.2.5. Supporting documentation
6.6.2.5.1. Supporting documentation describing the activity and movement being performed is REQUIRED for all entries EXCEPT in “Pleasure” classes.  In classes where a pattern or course is used, the pattern/course MUST be included as part of the documentation. It is strongly recommended that documentation of rules regarding tack requirements also be included.  Rules noted may be from any recognized equine organization and source should be noted.
6.6.2.6. Creativity of entry
6.6.2.7. Quality of entry
6.6.2.7.1. In Open Masters classes, greater emphasis may be placed on Quality and Creativity.
6.6.2.8. Rider/driver/handler dolls are not required in any entry, but tack should be adjusted to represent the position of equipment if it was being held by a rider/driver/handler.  If rider/driver/hander is used, the judge must include the correctness and equitation of the doll as part of the overall evaluation of the entry.
6.6.3. While models may enter multiple performance classes, models DO NOT accumulate more points towards the Championship Qualifier by showing in more classes.  Championship Qualifer classes will be judged on individual entry merit only.  If a model has qualified in multiple classes, the model should be entered into the Championship class with its best entry.  Members show carefully consider this when deciding on classes for a given model.
6.6.4. Members may self-select to show in the Open Masters or Open CasualDivision.  It is strongly recommended that Members who have won multiple Championships at a wide range of shows over a period of years show in the Open Masters Division.   If a Member is not awarded any points in the Championship Qualifier of the Open Masters Division at the first show they attend, they may change to the Open Casual Division. If a shower enters the Open Casual Division and wins several classes and feels it appropriate to move to the Masters Division, the points awarded in the Championship Qualifier in the Open Division will be forfeited.
6.6.5. The Mini Performance Division is for entries “Curio” size and smaller (ie: Little Bits/Paddock Pals, Stablemates, Mini Winnies, Stone Chips, Stone Pebbles, etc.)  All entries show together – there is no Masters and Open designation in Mini and showers showing in either PFO or PFM classes are welcome to show in PFI classes.
6.6.6. Classes will be allowed 15 minutes after the completion of judging of the previous class to complete entries for the next class.  A two-table system will be used to allow the next class to be set up while the current class is being judged, which allows additional time for set up.  Once all entries have been indicated as ready for judging, the judge may begin judging, even if the 15 minutes has not expired.
6.6.7. Entries are limited to 18” x 30” for most classes.  Harness, Stockwork, and Over Fences may be allowed extra space, within reason – please do not make set ups large with scenery not critical to the entry.  Pleasure classes are NOT permitted to have set ups and should only take up model size space.  Please place your entry in close proximity to the entry next to it in order to save table space.
6.6.8. Performance – Tack Workmanship is for tack, dolls, and obstacles used during performance showing.  The equipment may and should be shown in use by a model to demonstrate the fit and correctness, but the model itself will not be judged. If the item represents a specific activity or type, supporting documentation is strongly encouraged.
6.6.8.1. Performance – Tack Workmanship shall be judged based on:
6.6.8.1.1. Overall Quality of work 
6.6.8.1.2. Correctness and Fit
6.6.8.1.3. Creativity
6.6.8.1.4. Effort & Detail
6.6.9. Classes with PWO and PWM prefixes are open ONLY to models being shown by the person that created the tack/doll/obstacle.  No work by artists other than the Member shower are allowed in these classes.  Models that showed in PFO or PFM classes may show in the PWO or PWM Classes.  Member showers must be present at the show – proxy showing in these classes is not permitted.
6.6.9.1. Members who are showing in the Masters Performance Division who make their own tack should be showing in the Masters Tack Workmanship Division.   If a Member shows in Masters division with a very limited amount of tack/equipment/doll made themselves and would rather show in Open Tack Workmanship, a request should be made to the Club Board and entry into the Open division for workmanship for Masters showers may be made on a case by case basis.
6.6.10. Performance Classes are as shown in Appendix D.

6.7. Novice
6.7.1. The Novice Division is for Members that are relatively new and inexperienced to live model shows.  Members my self select to be in the Novice Division, but may not cross enter into any Open or Masters Divisions.
6.7.1.1. If a shower has experience in only limited divisions in Open (ie: OF Halter only) but would like to try a different division in Novice (ie: Performance) the Member may petition for entry into specific Novice Divisions at the discretion of the Club Board with decisions made on a case by case basis.
6.7.1.2.  If a Member is not awarded any points in the Open Division at the first show they attend, they may change to the Novice Division, if experience warrants the change. If a shower enters the Novice Division and wins several classes and feels it appropriate to move to the Open Division, the points awarded in the Championship Qualifier in the Novice Division will be forfeited.
6.7.2. The Novice Performance Division is for models wearing equipment and representing a wide range of equine activities. 
6.7.2.1. Performance shall be judged based on:
6.7.2.1.1. Suitability of the equine to the disciple and correctness in performing the activity
6.7.2.1.2. Correctness of tack to the activity
6.7.2.1.3. Fit and scale of tack 
6.7.2.1.4. Correctness and scale of obstacles (if applicable)
6.7.2.1.5. Supporting documentation
6.7.2.1.6. Creativity of entry
6.7.2.2. Refer to section 6.6 for general performance rules – Novices should try to follow the Open/Master’s rules but judges should be more lenient in enforcing these rules.
6.7.3. The Novice Workmanship Division is open to either factory or artist created models painted and/or customized by anyone.  The division is small because it is expected that a typical novice shower will own a limited quantity of this type of model.  If a Novice Member has a significant collection of Customized (CM) and/or Artist Resin (AR) models, the member may petition the Club Board to enter Open Workmanship with approval on a case by case basis. 
6.7.3.1.  Workmanship is judged based on:
6.7.3.1.1. Quality of paint job (depth/dynamics of color, smoothness)
6.7.3.1.2. Correctness of coloration
6.7.3.1.3. Quality of prep work
6.7.3.1.4. Anatomy, Biomechanics, Conformation of customization
6.7.4. The Novice Plastic Breed Halter is open to all Factory mass-produced Original Finish models including, but not necessarily limited to, those produced by: Breyer, Peter Stone, Copperfox, Schleich,  Collecta, and WIA. Please note that there are no Novice Breed divisions for customized or Artist Resin models – if a Novice Member has a large collection of CM and/or AR models it is recommended that the Member show in the Open Division
6.7.4.1. Models will be judged based on:
6.7.4.1.1. Anatomy, Biomechanics, Conformation
6.7.4.1.2. Compliance to Breed Standard
6.7.4.1.3. Condition
6.7.4.1.4. Model Quality
6.7.4.2.  Every model in a class should be accompanied by Documentation noting:
6.7.4.2.1.1. Breed Attributes
6.7.4.2.1.2. Acceptable colors for the Breed
6.7.4.2.1.2.1. If a model is being presented as an unusual representation of breed coloration, the model MUST be accompanied by Documentation, preferably including a reference photo, showing that the color is present in that breed.
6.7.4.3. A model may only show in one Breed class.  If a model does not receive a placing, it may change breed assignment for a subsequent show, but any model that has won any class or points in the Championship Qualifier MAY NOT change breed class.
6.7.5. Novice Classes are shown in Appendix E

6.8. China
6.8.1. The China division is for models made of fine China, porcelain, cold cast porcelain, or similar “breakable” materials. There are two general categories – Original Finish and Custom Glazed.  Original Finish is generally for “mass produced” models in their original factory finish.  Custom Glazed is for either refinished “mass produced” models or models finished by small scale producer of China models.  
6.8.2. Original Finish and Custom Glazed Breed divisions are for their respective types of model finish as noted in 6.8.1
6.8.2.1. Models will be judged based on:
6.8.2.1.1.  Anatomy, Biomechanics, Conformation
6.8.2.1.2. Compliance to Breed Standard
6.8.2.1.3. Condition
6.8.2.1.4. Model Quality
6.8.2.2. Every model class should be accompanied by Documentation noting:
6.8.2.2.1.1. Breed Attributes
6.8.2.2.1.2. Acceptable colors for the Breed
6.8.2.2.1.2.1. If a model is being presented as an unusual representation of breed coloration, the model MUST be accompanied by Documentation, preferably including a reference photo, showing that the color is present in that breed.
6.8.2.3. A model may only show in one Breed class.  If a model does not receive a placing, it may change breed assignment for a subsequent show, but any model that has won any class or points in the Championship Qualifier MAY NOT change breed class.

6.8.3. Original Finish Collectability is divided by manufacturer and/or country. Note that “International” is for countries other than Great Britian or USA.  
6.8.3.1. Models  will be judged based on:
6.8.3.1.1. Rarity
6.8.3.1.2. Condition
6.8.3.1.3. Age
6.8.3.1.4. Desirability
6.8.3.1.5. Uniqueness (variations)
6.8.3.1.6. Model Quality
6.8.3.2. ALL Models MUST have Documentation including, but not limited to:
6.8.3.2.1. Model Name
6.8.3.2.2. Model Number (if applicable)
6.8.3.2.3. Manufacturer and/or country of production (if applicable)
6.8.3.2.4. Mold Name
6.8.3.2.5. Year(s) Produced
6.8.3.2.6. Quantity Produced (if known)
6.8.4. Custom Glazed Workmanship is for any China models that have had their finish altered from their original factory production and/or were produced and painted/glazed by smaller manufacturers.
6.8.4.1. Custom Glazed Workmanship will be judged based on:
6.8.4.1.1. Quality of paint job (depth/dynamics of color, smoothness)
6.8.4.1.2. Correctness of coloration
6.8.4.1.3. Quality of prep work
6.8.5. China Division Classes are shown in Appendix F



7. Virtual Events
7.1. Overview – This division has three sets of events that are decided purely by luck.  This allows people to participate virtually with models that may otherwise not be show quality as the model quality has no bearing on the result. Entrants email a photo with model information and the model is assigned a number.  At the event numbers are randomly selected to award places 1 through 6.
7.2. Entries should be emailed to UMHC2026@gmail.com and include:
7.2.1. Subject line should be: Virtual Event – (class number) (date)
7.2.2. Attach a photo of the model (to be posted on social media if wins)
7.2.3. Model Name
7.2.4. Model Breed
7.2.5. Model Gender (may be used to divide large classes)
7.2.6. Region X tag manager number, if available (number NOT required but helpful)
7.3.  Entries are due by the 10th day of the month of the event with a reminder sent/posted by the 5th day of the month.  The event will be run between the 11th and 20th day of the month with results posted by the 25th day of the month.  Entries may be sent well in advance of any event and may be submitted once for the whole season. 
7.4. The RANDBETWEEN function in Excel will be used to select the model placings for each class. A total of 10 random number will be generated from the range of numbers of the entries to account for duplicate number selection – any duplicates will be skipped and the next number used for the next placing.  A screen shot of the entries and results will be posted with the results.
7.5. A photo of the winning entry will be posted along with the total written results of the contest for the top 6 placings.
7.6. Winner and placings to 6th place will be awarded points and tracked via the Club Spreadsheet.  
7.7. The last set up Virtual Events will offer every class.  Once all classes are completed, point will be tabulated.  Any models that are tied in points will “compete” again to break the tie.  The model with the highest points will be awarded Champion of the event and the model with the second highest points will be awarded Reserve Champion.
7.8. The list of Virtual Events by type of class are shown in Appendix G
  
8. Foto Fun
8.1. Overview  - This Division is for sharing a photo (or up to 3 photos) of a theme as essentially a diorama contest, although not all themes require a full diorama.  The winners of these events will be chosen by popular vote via a Google Form distributed to Club Members.  
8.2. Entries should be emailed to UMHC2026@gmail.com and should include:
8.2.1. The subject line should be “Foto Fun” and the name of the contest being entered
8.2.2. At least 1 but up to 3 photos of the entry
8.2.3. A description of up to 100 words about the entry
8.3. Entries are due by the 10th day of the month of the event with a reminder sent/posted by the 5th day of the month.  Member Voting will run between the 11th and 20th day of the month with results posted by the 25th day of the month.
8.4. Entries will be posted on the Club social media accounts when received and be included in the voting email.
8.5. Note that some events are timed to correspond to completion of other popular hobby events (ie: NaMoPaMo in February) with “Newly Painted” in March.  It is acceptable and encouraged to submit entries that are from such model events.
8.6. Winners are awarded Member Points as indicated in Section 3.

9. Collections
9.1. The purpose of the Collections section is to encourage and reward collectors that document and manage their collections.
9.2. Each member may submit their collection once per Season.
9.2.1. Submissions should be emailed to UMHC2026@gmail.com
9.2.2. The subject line should be:  Collection 2026/2027
9.3. Submissions should include:
9.3.1. A description of and representative sample of the system used to catalog the collection, to include at minimum:
9.3.1.1. Model Name
9.3.1.2. Model Number (if applicable)
9.3.1.3. Mold Name
9.3.1.4. Mold Number
9.3.1.5. Manufacturer
9.3.1.6. Type (OF, AR, CM, China, Metal)
9.3.2. A representative photo(s) of the collection
9.3.2.1. One photo should show a portion of the collection and be suitable for sharing with club members
9.3.2.2. While it is not necessary to provide photos of every part of the collection, enough photos should be provided to support the overall size of the collection
9.3.3. A short description of the Member and collection (200 words or less) to be shared with Members.
9.3.4. It is not necessary or desirable to submit the entire collection information or photos as the club does not want to know the full scope or value of the collection – submissions should just be a good faith representation of the collection and catalog system.
9.4. Member points will be award as described in Section 3 and Photo(s) and Description will be shared on Club social media as entries are received and time/space permits.

10. Newsletter
10.1. The Club Newsletter will be issued to the email on file for each Club Member at 4 times during the Season as indicated in the Schedule in section 2.5
10.2. The Newsletter is intended to contain, at a minimum, the following:
10.2.1.  Summary of current points standings for Model and Members
10.2.2.  Financial Disclosure
10.2.3. Club News
10.3. Additional content may also be included such as:
10.3.1.  Paid advertisements (available to club and non-club members)
10.3.2. A list of events with UMHC qualifying classes/divisions
10.3.3.  Show summary reports/photos
10.3.4.  Educational content submitted by club members 

11.  Finances
11.1. While not an official not-for-profit organization, UMHC is not intended to generate profit.  All proceeds beyond the expenses of the club will be donated to charity.  All Board members and administrators are volunteers.
11.2. The goal is to offer full financial visibility to all club members for all expenses and income. A summary of finances will be posted in the Newsletter each time it is issued at a minimum.  Additional financial disclosures may be made via Club social media and/or email.
11.3. All club fees are paid electronically via an ecommerce website used by Square.  These funds go to a “Free Checking Account” also hosted by Square.  
11.3.1. The Login and Password are shared with all Board members to ensure continuity (in case of the untimely demise of a board member) and ensure financial propriety.
11.3.2.  That said, some expenses may need to be made outside this account (ie: the initial deposit for the live show hall needs to be made prior to income being available, and such will be paid from the personal account of a Board member, which will later need to reimbursed).  Every effort will be made to clearly document and disclose these irregularities.

12. Philanthropy – Giving back to the community is an important aspect of UMHC.  All proceeds, beyond the actual costs of running the organization, will be donated, at a minimum, at the end of the Season.  The UMHC Board may choose to donate funds at other times if sufficient funds have been accumulated in the UMHC account and/or a specific fund raiser (such as a raffle) has taken place.
12.1. If sufficient income has been earned at a Live Show to cover the costs (hall, judges, awards) the Raffle may be used as a charity fundraiser.
12.2. For the 2026-2027 Season 50% of the proceeds will be donated to Saddlebred Rescue of Hardwick, NJ.  The other 50% will be donated to a 501(c)(3) charity as voted on by Club Members.

13. Future Club Modifications
13.1. The intent of the 2026-2027 Season is to explore a new approach to some aspects of the Model Horse Hobby.  The continuation of the Club is not guaranteed. If the Club is too much work to run, mired in controversy, or there is insufficient interest, the Club will end after the 2027 and any remaining funds donated to the Charities as noted in section 12.
13.2. If it is decided that the Club will continue, all Members will be given the opportunity to suggest rule changes.  These rule changes may be submitted as follows:
13.2.1.  The rule change should be emailed to the Club email address
13.2.2.  The specific rule, including the rule section number, should be submitted as it is currently stated AND with the proposal for how that rule should be changed.
13.2.3. The submission period will likely be September 2027.
13.2.4.  Rule changes will be aggregated by section and sent as a poll to all Members for voting.
13.2.5.  Rules that receive at least 60% of the vote will be instituted for the next Season.
13.3. All Club Members receive 1 vote on each rule change.  Members are as described in Section 2.0 and Members must be current and in good standing to vote.
